TECHNICAL DEMANDS

At its home base in Barcelona and Madrid, Anti-Karaoke lasts 3 hours. The show's duration, however, is flexible. It can be easily lengthened or reduced to accommodate the size and time considerations of the event in question.

At a technical level, all that's required is a sound board and PA system, two or three microphones, a music stand, and a sound technician to help out the deejay during the show.
